Materials – Summer Fun:

· 2x White cardstock 

· 1x Sheet of Chipboard

· 1x Sassafrass Lass - Sweet Marmalade – Homemade PP 

· 1x Sassafrass Lass– Sweet Marmalade – Candied PP 

· 2x Metal Embellishments  Yellow Sun Brad Accents 

· Heidi Swapp – Slide Clips– daffodil 

· 2x Long dull gold Split Pins 

· 1x roughly 20cm x 10cm small piece of Bubble Wrap 

·  Paddlepop stick 

· Spots & Dots Cuttlebug Embossing Folder

· Aqua & Pool Adirondack Dabber Paints

· Micador Oil Pastels – (Metallic Gold Crayon & Yellow Water Soluble Crayon)

· 1 Inch & 1 ½ Inch Circle Punch (I have used the Fiskers Hand Squeeze punches, you just need to be able to see the photo of where you will be punching)

· Red Tag Sale – Cuttlebug Alphabet Die Cuts & Cuttlebug


Materials – He Eats, Sleeps & Breaths Footy:
· Basic Grey Eerie – pattern papers
· Basic Grey – Dark Chocolate Chip Letters

· Jenny Bowlin – Reverse Black Stickers

· Adorn It – Jade Tiny alphas

· Jo Sonja Paints

· Machine stitching & Brads

· Chipboard
Tip 1: Action photos look great on a photo wheel; it also helps to creates more movement on your page.
Tip 2: Use Circle punches to cut circles from your photos to get the best from your long distance shots. This also gives you the option of adding many more photos to your page without taking up too much room.
Tip 3: Use 3D Foam tape to pop up most of your embellishments, title and circle photos to give the page more dimension and texture without adding too much bulk.
Instructions:
 How to Make a Photo Wheel:
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To start trace around a circle on to a piece of scrap paper. (You can use circle cutters or just trace around a plate or a lid). Then fold the paper circle in half then fold that half into thirds until you have a pie shape. Draw around the folded pie shape onto another piece of paper to create your pie template. This will be the template to use to cut out your photos for the photo wheel. 
You can then transfer the template to a piece of acetate by using a black permanent marker to draw around it. The acetate template then makes it easier to see where you are going to cut out your photos. You can also cut out the centre of the pie shape from a piece of white paper to create a window so you can get a better idea what the photo will look like before you cut it!
· If you just want photos only on your photo wheel leave the template at the folded size if you would like to add patterned paper strips between the photos or add extra photos you  need to make you photo template narrower, so you can fit more around the circle.

· You will need to cut out 6 Triangular Pie Shaped photos. 
I have used both landscape and portrait photos with this template. You don’t need the photo to go right to the corner tip as this gets covered up.  If there are any items of interest outside the template you can draw and cut around it. 
· To make your Photo Circle Base - Unfold the paper circle template and punch a hole in the centre of your template where all the folds cross over. 
Use the paper template to cut circle out of chipboard and also punch a hole in the center of the chipboard circle.
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If you are adding paper strips between your photos you will need to make the original photo template narrower. When you are adding the photos and patterned paper to your wheel you can play with the placement of what will fit where, by over lapping your photos and PP around the wheel. (See Summer Fun Layout) You can also distress the edges of the patterned paper to give it a more textured look. 
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If you are going to overlap your photos and paper it is a good idea to place the double sided tape just in from the edge of your photos. This still allows you to keep on layering under the edges as you stick down.

· If you don’t want to use patterned paper between your photos  use the original size template from the initial folded circle template you can then just butt the photos up against each other with no gaps. Again you can distress or ink the edges to separate the photos or even Sew a zig zag stitch over the edge between the photos to join them together. (See Footy Layout).
· To finish off the photo wheel you can then turn it over and trim off any extra bits hanging over the edge and distress, ink or paint the edge.

· To Construct your photo wheel once you have your photos stuck down you will need to create 1 or 2 small chipboard circles (covered with pattern paper) to act as the centre anchor and to also allow your photo wheel to spin around. The size of these circles can vary depending on how much of the bottom corners of the photos need covering up; you will need to punch a hole in the centre of these as well. Cut out an extra little circle to go on the back of the layout where the photo wheel will be attached to your page. This just gives extra strength to the spinning point. All you need then is a long brad to hold it all together and to attach your wheel to your page.
· To attach to your Photo Wheel to your Layout work out where you want the wheel to sit. If you want your wheel to spin, if you place it so it sits just above the top of the page this will give you easy access to it. Alternatively you can also cut a slit in the side of your page protector and have the wheel spin just off the side of your page. 

Once you work out where you want the wheel to go take your ruler and measure to the centre of the brad, from both the top and the side of your page. Move your photo wheel out of the way and use your measurements to punch a hole on your background page. Finish off with a brad through the chipboard circles, the photo wheel then the background page and the extra chipboard circle before flattening your brad or split pin. Your wheel should then spin freely on the page.  
Designing your Page around the Photo Wheel
· To recreate the Summer Fun Layout, Cut your embellishments from patterned papers.

· The title was cut out with the Cuttlebug “Red Tag Sale” Font with some left over Patterned paper glued to some chipboard.

· To emboss the wave on the bottom of the page the Spots and Dots Cuttlebug Embossing folder was used. You can either cut a piece of white cardstock into a wave shape to emboss or place an open embossing plate underneath your page or use a paddle pop stick to manually emboss it. If you are embossing directly onto your page and want a wave pattern make a wave template out of chipboard to give you the line to emboss up to. 
Then use crayons to rub over and pick up the raised print, you can variegate your colours over the embossing to get a 2 toned effect. You can then set the crayons with a heat gun. 

· If you are embossing directly onto your background page.  First take the Embossing Folder and open it up and pace 2 strips of double sided tape to the side that the circles are indented, then using your hand or fingers take off the excess sticky then line this up underneath your paper  starting from one side. Using a paddle pop stick rub over the Embossing Folder until your pattern starts emerging.  Before you move the template you are then going to take your yellow crayon and rub over the embossed folder. Then Taking the Gold Crayon emboss over the yellow crayon, but mainly concentrating heavier along the top edge along the edge of the template.

        2. Emboss with Yellow Crayon        3. Emboss with Gold Crayon

· The top of the background can then be painted with aqua paint watered down. Then use a darker aqua paint on some bubble wrap to stamp the background. You can then use the bubble wrap with the paint still on it to go behind your title.
To Recreate the Footy Page 
A 2 inch strip of Patterned paper was used down the left hand side of the page and a 2” x 5” strip on the bottom of the RH side. Hand stitch around the page and around the photos going along the bottom then add splashes of paint around the photos and behind the wheel. A larger circle of patterned paper was placed on the centre of the photo wheel to cover missing parts of one photo; the larger circle was also sewn over as part of the wheel.
